· Talk about what belonging means for Christians
	Write about themselves and their family

List time when their families meet …

Find out about a Christian Christening

Tell the story from the Bible of the baby Jesus being dedicated to God and the story of Jesus being baptised.

Look at the meaning of Christian first names, and do a survey in your school. Look for stories these names.
	As well as writing consider how else they should collect information via video or audio collection

Children could make a database and then use the internet to see who else shares these dates

Look for information on-line, for example at RE-XS, (http://re-xs.ucsm.ac.uk) or for pictures at Flickr (http://www.flickr.com) for images and sounds to encourage reflection. Ask for children to bring in pictures from their own experiences.

Look on YouTube for clips of video from a Christening

Use an on-line bible to look at the story such as http://www.biblegateway.com/ 

Recreate these stories using storyboards and images (see above).

Pupils will be enabled to:


· Write about where they belong and who and what they belong to

· Know how a baby is welcomed into the Jewish community
· Know what is special about belonging to a Jewish community and explain some of the practices which Jews share in the home and the synagogue
· Explain the significance of some of the artefacts and symbols used by members of the Jewish community
· Talk about what belonging means to Jews.
	Recall what happens at a Brit Milah (an initiation society)

Remind children of the bible story of Jesus’ dedication in the Temple by Simeon and identify the family members

Show artefacts used in special Jewish family occasions (e.g. candles, spices, tallit, prayer shawl, kippah, ram’s horn)

Role play of the Jewish Shabbat 

How might a Jewish person feel?

Explain the importance of the festival of Hunnakah.
	Look on YouTube www.youtube.com for clips of video for the Brit Milah ceremony, also on the BBC website www.bbc.co.uk/religions/
Look for images on line about the ceremony.

Use an on-line bible to look at the story such as http://www.biblegateway.com/ 

Look for images on-line for artefacts using Flickr (www.flickr.com) or other images sites and also for sounds on line to give the authentic experience.

Look for video clips of the Jewish Sabbath you can find these in VHS and commercial video or by looking on-line.

Could you get in contact with a Jewish school (in London or Manchester) and get your pupils talking to the Jewish pupils either via e-mail or perhaps via Skype (www.skype.com) 

Retell the story as a drama and film the children doing the story which can be explored later. Look again on YouTube and other sites for clips from the festival. You can find the story at Staffordshire Net
